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LOCATION - 1807 Valley Ridge Road.  Access to the site shall be via I-64 to Exit 16, turn right onto Valley Ridge Road. The site is located 2.1 miles east on the right.  This will be the only acceptable route to the facility.

TYPES OF ACCEPTABLE MATERIAL

The following items are accepted at the Transfer Station.  Acceptable waste, as allowed under the Virginia Solid Waste Regulations, are:

· Compost

· Construction Waste

· Debris

· Demolition Waste

· Domestic Animals

· Inert Waste

· Municipal Solid Waste

· Residential Waste

· Trash
**Note:  Rocks, bricks, stone and block must be unloaded separately at the facility.

Operators will visually check all loads for hazardous or unacceptable wastes, and will reserve the right to refuse any unacceptable load.

ACCEPTABLE RECYCLABLE MATERIALS - The following is a list of acceptable recyclable materials accepted at the Transfer Station.

· Used Antifreeze

· Used Motor Oil

· Scrap Metal

· All White Goods (stove, refrigerators, freezers, etc)

· Lead Acid Batteries

· Cardboard

· Aluminum

· Tires (Fee is charged)

· Yard Waste

· Brush, smaller than 8 inches in diameter
NON-ACCEPTABLE MATERIALS

The following items cannot be accepted at the Transfer Station.  The Virginia Solid Waste Management Regulations defined non-acceptable or hazardous waste as, but not limited to:

· Free Liquids

· Regulated Hazardous Waste

· Soils - contaminated

· Sludges or dewatered sludges

· Pesticide Containers

· Drums that are not empty, not clean, or unopened.

· Waste Oil
· Paint cans that are not empty
· Stumps or brush larger than 8” in diameter
· Spoiled grains or feed stock
· Gas tanks
· Manure
· Septage

FEES AND CONTRACTOR INFORMATION

Fees apply for the disposal of tires.  

Contractors wishing to utilize the transfer station will need to contact the Transfer Station to establish an account. Fees are charged to contractors for disposal of materials.
